After the Supreme Court’s decision in Dobbs

v. Jackson reversed Roe v.Wade, Louisiana and

over half the states in the country restricted or
climinated reproductive health care, including
emergency lifesaving care, through “trigger bans”
prohibiting abortion.

The stakes are incredibly high: In Louisiana,
the vague laws — which were passed only six days before Dobbs and

became immediately effective — prevented doctors from providing
the medical standard of care to women in need of lifesaving treatment
or miscarriage management.

Led by Wright, the BSF team developed and executed a winning
strategy, becoming the first in the nation to block a trigger ban,
enjoining Louisiana’s draconian laws less than 72 hours after Dobbs.
The team has subsequently secured numerous victories in our efforts

to preserve access to reproductive care in the state of Louisiana.
